I. Round-Table Discussion Regarding Proposed Superseding E-Service Order

The court and counsel confer regarding the Proposed Superseding Order Regarding Service
and Filing in Subproceeding C-125-B On and By Unrepresented Parties (Doc. # 1214-1, 
Case No. 3:73-cv-125-RCJ-WGC and Doc. #1957-1, Case No. 3:73-cv-127-RCJ-WGC; “Proposed
Superseding E-Service Order”).  

At the outset of discussing the Proposed Superseding E-Order the court and counsel agree
and embrace the concept that the superseding order is to refer to all three categories of parties. 
Therefore, any future draft and final superseding order should be comprehensive in that it pertains
to how service will be completed  as to “represented” parties, “unrepresented” parties and “non-
appearing” parties.  

After further review and suggestions offered by the court and counsel regarding the current
Proposed Superseding E-order, the court directs the United States of America (“United States”) to
make the appropriate revisions as discussed today and thereafter circulate the draft to counsel for
their comments.  The court requests to receive a courtesy copy of the revised superseding order as
well via email.
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The court will hold a telephonic status conference to discuss the anticipated revised draft of
the Proposed Superseding E-Service Order on Friday, January 17, 2014, at 10:00 a.m.  Counsel
shall dial 1-877-873-8017, enter the access code 3416460, and enter the security code 11714,
approximately five (5) minutes prior to the hearing.

II. Discussion Regarding Case No. 3:73-cv-00128-RCJ-WGC (C-125-C Case)

Counsel for Mineral County are directed to file a report with the court regarding service as
to the C-125-C case.  The report should address how many parties have been served, how many
parties have yet to be served, how many parties have entered an appearance (specifying whether the
party is represented by counsel or not) and how many parties would be considered as non-appearing
parties to this matter.  The report shall be filed no later than December 31, 2013.  

Although it is anticipated that the C-125-C case will eventually enter an E-Service Order, the
court does not find it appropriate for Mineral County to submit such an order at this time.  Once the
C-125-B case has finalized its Superseding E-Service Order, the court will entertain having
discussion regarding an E-Service Order being entered in the C-125-C case.  

The court finds it appropriate for counsel to begin discussing a proposed Case Management
Order (“CMO”) for the C-125-C case.  When Mineral County is in the position to bring to the
attention of the court a proposed CMO, counsel for Mineral County shall  notify the court 
so a hearing can be scheduled to address the matter.
